The basic function of
marketing is not only to bring about synchronization between the
demand and supply of agricultural commodity but also to ensure
reasonable prices for both producers and the consumers. Marketing
of agricultural commodities has assumed a greater importance wilh
gradual switching over from subsistence farming to commercial
famung, No incentive to increase production will attract the farmers
without improving marketmg systemi. Only stable farm prices, better
returns and attractive terms f trade ‘would motivate farmers ©
